
WHEAT, BARLEY, RYE - HARD TO CONTROL WEEDS - SMALL

General Information

Field Sprayer Application: DO NOT apply during periods of dead calm. Avoid 
application of this product when winds are gusty. DO NOT apply with spray droplets 
smaller than the American Society of Agricultural Engineers (ASAE) coarse 
classification. Boom height must be 60 cm or less above the crop or ground.

Aerial Application: DO NOT apply during periods of dead calm. Avoid application of 
this product when winds are gusty. DO NOT apply when wind speed is greater than 
16 km/h at flying height at the site of application. DO NOT apply with spray droplets 
smaller than the American Society of Agricultural Engineers (ASAE) coarse 
classification. To reduce drift caused by turbulent wingtip vortices, the nozzle 
distribution along the spray boom length MUST NOT exceed 65% of the wing- or 
rotorspan.

Use Precautions for Aerial Application (to cereal crops, stubble land and pastures)

Apply only by fixed-wing or rotary aircraft equipment which has been functionally 
and operationally calibrated for the atmospheric conditions of the area and the 
application rates and conditions of the label.

Label rates, conditions and precautions are product specific. Read and understand 
the entire label before opening this product.

Apply only at the rate recommended for aerial application on the label. Where no 
rate for aerial application appears for the specific use, this product cannot be 
applied by any type of aerial equipment.

Ensure uniform application. To avoid streaked, uneven or overlapped application, 
use appropriate marking devices.
