Note: Reaper Advance may be applied using ground application equipment or
aircraft. For best control of mites, apply Reaper Advance with ground application
equipment. With aerial application, spray coverage and the resulting control of
mites is less than with ground application. For this reason, the user accepts all
liability for the level and duration of control of mites when Reaper Advance is
aerially applied.
