GENERAL INFORMATION

Authority MTZ DF Herbicide is a dry flowable formulation to be mixed with water 
and sprayed for selective preemergence or preplant incorporated weed control in 
soybeans and sugarcane. When applied according to the instructions on the label, 
Authority MTZ DF Herbicide will control listed broadleaf, and sedge weeds, and 
provide grass suppression.

Authority MTZ DF Herbicide may be applied in the fall or spring. When applied at 
recommended rates in the fall, corn or soybeans can be planted in the spring.

The mode of action of Authority MTZ DF Herbicide involves uptake by weed roots 
and shoots. Preemergence and preplant incorporated applications of Authority MTZ 
DF Herbicide require rainfall or irrigation to activate the herbicide. The amount of 
rainfall or irrigation required for activation following application depends on existing 
soil moisture, organic matter content and soil texture. If adequate moisture (1/2” to 
1”) is not received within 7 to 10 days after the Authority MTZ DF Herbicide 
treatment, a shallow cultivation may be needed to obtain desired weed control. 
When sufficient moisture is received after dry conditions, Authority MTZ DF 
Herbicide will provide control of susceptible germinating weeds.

Proper handling instructions: This product may not be mixed or loaded within 50 
feet of any wells (including abandoned wells and drainage wells), sink holes, 
perennial or intermittent streams and rivers, and natural or impounded lakes and 
reservoirs. This setback does not apply to properly capped or plugged abandoned 
wells and does not apply to impervious pads or properly diked mixing/loading areas. 
Operations that involve mixing, loading rinsing, or washing of this product into or 
from pesticide handling or application equipment or containers within 50 feet of any 
well are prohibited unless conducted on an impervious pad constructed to withstand 
the weight of the heaviest load that may be positioned on or moved across the pad. 
Such a pad shall be designed and maintained to contain any product spills or 
equipment leaks, container or equipment rinse or washwater, and rainwater that 
may fall on the pad. Surface water shall not be allowed to either flow over or from
