VERSATILE-IDS IRON is a fully chelated micronutrient containing 4% iron, formulated 
with patented Baypure IDS chelate. VERSATILE-IDS IRON is effective and safe for 
both soil and foliar applications, is stable across a wide range of soil or spray tank 
solution pH and will not degrade in the presence of buffer adjuvants. VERSATILE-IDS 
IRON is ortho and polyphosphate compatible and offers exceptional tank-mix 
compatibility with other fertilizers and pesticides. VERSATILE-IDS IRON is ideal for 
foliar, soil or irrigation system applications and will not foul low volume irrigation 
systems. VERSATILE-IDS IRON should be used as part of a comprehensive Total 
Nutrition System for optimizing plant growth, development, yields and quality.

FOLIAR APPLICATIONS

When foliar spraying VERSATILE-IDS Iron through a conventional sprayer, use a 
minimum of 20 gallons of water per acre per 2 quarts of VERSATILE-IDS Iron.

When foliar spraying VERSATILE-IDS Iron in low volume equipment, a maximum of 1 
quart per acre is recommended. In low volume sprays with little water, burning may 
occur.

For best results, spray when the crop is in an active growing stage after irrigation or 
rainfall. Spray early mornings or late afternoons.

SOIL APPLICATIONS

Direct injections, broadcast applications, and water run applications should be made 
in a manner that is consistent with sound agronomy or locally accepted practice.

When VERSATILE-IDS Iron is combined with other nutrients and applied directly to or 
in close proximity of crop seeds, the total fertilizer solution's effect should be 
considered when deciding fertilizer placement. For regional or local geographical 
and crop information, contact your local Wilbur-Ellis Company representative.
