
SUGARCANE - ANNUAL WEEDS

General Information

Alligare Dicamba + 2,4-D DMA herbicide is a selective postemergence herbicide for 
controlling a wide spectrum of annual, biennial, and perennial broadleaf weeds and 
brush in grass forages and selected row crops.

Mode of Action Alligare Dicamba + 2,4-D DMA contains two active ingredients 
uniquely formulated to be used alone or tank mixed with other listed products as 
well as liquid fertilizer solutions. Alligare Dicamba + 2,4-D DMA is readily absorbed 
by plants through shoot and root uptake, translocates throughout the plant’s 
system, and accumulates in areas of active growth. Alligare Dicamba + 2,4-D DMA 
interferes with the plant’s growth hormones (auxins) resulting in death of many 
broadleaf weeds.

Limitations, Restrictions, and Exceptions

Sugarcane

Applications of Alligare Dicamba + 2,4-D DMA can be made any time after weeds 
have emerged and are actively growing but prior to the close-in stage of sugarcane. 
When possible, direct the spray beneath the sugarcane canopy in order to minimize 
the likelihood of crop injury. The use of directed sprays will also aid in maximizing 
spray coverage of weed foliage. Application rates and timing are given below. Use 
the higher level of listed rate ranges when treating dense vegetative growth.

Rate:

- For control of listed annual broadleaf weeds, apply 2 pints of Alligare Dicamba + 
2,4-D DMA per treated acre.

- For suppression of listed perennial weeds, apply 1-6 pints of Alligare Dicamba + 
2,4-D DMA per treated acre.
