DIRECTIONS FOR USE

If not indicated in recommendations below, Diazinon 50EC should be mixed with 
sufficient water to assure thorough coverage. Best control is obtained when 
application is made at the first sign of insects. Repeat application as necessary to 
maintain control unless otherwise stated.

Diazinon 50 EC is an emulsifiable insecticide which requires minimum agitation 
during application. Diazinon 50 EC is compatible with most other insecticides or 
fungicides.

DO NOT APPLY BY AIR.

RESISTANCE-MANAGEMENT RECOMMENDATIONS

For resistance management, please note that Diazinon 50 EC contains a Group 1B 
insecticide. Any insect population may contain individuals naturally resistant to 
Diazinon 50 EC and other Group 1B insecticides. The resistant individuals may 
dominate the insect population if this group of insecticides are used repeatedly in 
the same fields. Other resistance mechanisms that are not linked to site of action 
but are specific for individual chemicals, such as enhanced metabolism, may also 
exist. Appropriate resistance-management strategies should be followed.

To delay insecticide resistance: Where possible, rotate the use of Diazinon 50 EC or 
other Group 1B insecticides with different groups that control the same pests in a 
field. Use tank mixtures with insecticides from a different group when such use is 
permitted. Insecticide use should be based on an IPM program that includes 
scouting, record keeping, and considers cultural, biological and other chemical 
control practices. Monitor treated pest populations for resistance development.
